OF YOUR PETS CURRENT RABIES VACCINATION.

ALL DOGS AND CATS RESIDING IN THE BOROUGH OF NORTHVALE WHICH
HAVE REACHED THE AGE OF SEVEN MONTHS OR POSSESS A SET OF
PERMANENT TEETH, MUST BE LICENSED EACH YEAR IN ACCORDANCE WITH
BOROUGH LAW 1279 (DOGS) AND BOROUGH ORDINANCE 88-3 (CATS). ALL
LICENSES MUST BE OBTAINED BY FEBRUARY 12, 2016. PURSUANT TO
BOROUGH ORDINANCE SECTION 7-4, DOGS MUST BE ON A LEASH AT ALL
TIMES AND ARE NOT PERMITTED IN BOROUGH PARKS OR PROPERTY.
PLEASE CURB YOUR DOG.
