REGULARLY SCHEDULED FORMAL MEETING

RE-APPOINTMENT OF JAMES DRONZEK, ESQ. AND 
APPOINTMENT OF MR. ED DEVLIN TO CLASS IV MEMBER

Since the Board Attorney was absent, the appointments were postponed to the next meeting.

Informal Hearing – Cho Dae Presbyterian Church, 119 Rockland Avenue,
Block 1007, Lot 1 and 150 Railroad Avenue, Block 1007, Lot 2

At this time, Atty. John Van Horne III of Reeve & Van Horne, 65 North Dean Street in Englewood, New Jersey came forward.  Atty. Van Horne noted that minor revisions are planned to be done to the application that was already approved last year.
Lena Kozloski, architect for the applicant came forward to discuss the changes to the plan.  Ms. Kozloski is from  Kyu Sung Woo Architects located in Cambridge, Massachusetts.  Ms. Kozloski stated that in the previous proposal, the majority of the front portion of the building, the roof is being raised.  They are planning instead to leave the roof as is and only raise the roof portion that is in the actual center sanctuary space.  The main building entrance which was located more central is now being shifted to the corner of the building to give more of a diagonal entrance to the Church doors as they enter into the building.  Regarding the green roof which was on the roof of the third floor previously, the applicant is proposing to remove this altogether for many reasons, cost as well as maintenance.  
Since there is no more third floor, all the program spaces will be on the first floor of the building and will have some build out of the second floor.  The existing dwelling which is in the rear lot and the small shed will be removed and will be changed into green open space for the project as a more positive give back to the environment.  
In terms of the square footage, the revised plans show that they are actually reducing the amount of square footage for the program space of the building.  What was approved in the Resolution was 87,390, now it will be reduced to 79,500.
Regarding the traffic pattern, the entrance in terms of the site plan, they are keeping the same entrance and exits that were approved.  Also noted is that a skylight will be proposed for light to come into the sanctuary.  

Mr. Michael Hubschman, engineer representing the applicant came forward.  He noted that the greenery is the same.   85% coverage with the building and the impervious and 15% green space squaring off the building where the industrial area to the rear is.  The greenery is fine.  It was noted that the parking spaces remain the same.

Atty. Van Horne asked if the applicant should make a new application and revise the drawings showing the new changes.  The Board suggested that the applicant submit an amended application and notify the property owners within 200 feet of the property of the hearing date. 

Formal hearings will be scheduled for March 19, 2014.
